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South Beds Dial-a-Ride

Luton Borough Council operates a concessionary fares
scheme for users of the South Beds Dial-a-Ride service.
South Beds Dial-a-Ride provides a door-to-door service to
help those with a mobility problem or a disability which
makes it difficult for them to use ordinary local bus
services.

Anyone who is a member of South Beds Dial-a-Ride and a
permanent resident of Luton would normally qualify for a
permit which is valid on South Beds Dial-a-Ride only.
Alternatively, if you are aged 60 and over or you have a
recognised disability, you may apply for a Dial-a-Ride
permit which is also valid on ordinary bus services.

Travel is free within the Luton and Dunstable conurbation.
Outside the free fare zone, you must pay half the normal
adult fare. Fares on South Beds Dial-a-Ride services are
higher than on ordinary buses but normally lower than taxi
fares (Tours and excursions are not included.). After you
have registered with South Beds Dial-a-Ride, they will
provide you with an application form for a Luton Borough
Council smartcard.

If you are unable to get to Kathleen Connolly House
because your health prevents you from accessing it by
public transport then South Beds Dial-a-ride might be able
to help.
